3.1 0 comparativo

O comparativo emprégase para comparar duas ou mais realidades, como por exemplo:

My car is older than yours. (O meu coche é mais vello que o teu).

3.2 Tipos de comparativo
Existen tres tipos de comparativos:

» de INFERIORIDADE, que se forma seguindo a estrutura:

LESS + ADXECTIVO + THAN (menos... que)

My watch is less expensive than yours (O meu reloxo € menos caro que o teu).

» de IGUALDADE, que se forma do seguinte xeito:

(NOT) AS + ADXECTIVO + AS (tan... que)

My dog is as beautiful as yours (O meu can é tan bonito coma o teu).

* de SUPERIORIDADE, que se traduce como “madis... que” e varia na sta formacion
dependendo de se o adxectivo € curto (1 silaba) ou longo (2 silabas ou mais):
